	The Paris Agreement was adopted by consensus on December 12, 2015 during the 21st session of the Conference of the Parties (COP 21) to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) and entered into force on November 4, 2016. The landmark agreement aims to strengthen the global response to the threat of climate change and requires all Parties to establish reliable Measurement, Reporting and Verification (MRV) systems to inform the UNFCCC of their efforts.
In this context, on June 14, 2022, the GEF approved the Project Identification Form (PIF) and the Project Preparation Grant (PPG) submitted by FAO, entitled "Strengthening the capacity of the Republic of Tajikistan to comply with the Expanded Transparency Framework under the Paris Agreement".
The project aims to strengthen the national capacity of the Republic of Tajikistan to comply with the Enhanced Transparency Framework (ETF) for climate change mitigation and adaptation actions, as well as the support received by sectors covered by Nationally Determined Contributions (NDC). GEF-7 entrusted the preparation and implementation of the project to FAO, the Agency for Hydrometeorology (Hydromet) as an implementing partner, and the Capacity Building Initiative for Transparency (CBIT) as a resource partner.

· Conduct an expert assessment and finalize the developed ETF roadmap, action plan and institutional mechanisms aimed at mitigating and adapting to climate change, as well as ensure their support and implementation in Tajikistan.
